INTRODUCTION

Seating, Classroom procedures, Student letter of introduction

ASSIGNMENT 1

Students will do six assignments that emphasize art elements.  These will be turned in and graded as one assignment.

ASSIGNMENT 2

Folder, Line Design, Drawing and Applying Texture

Students divide paper using ruler and circle templates. Students refer to handout to create an all over line design. They include their name by choosing an alphabet from provided sheets and tracing around the letters for their name. Design is turned into a folder.

Vocabulary: line, value, geometric, pattern, simulated texture Art Standards: 1, 3, 5, 6

ASSIGNMENT 3
Drawing and Painting 
Students observe plants in the room and draw them. They isolate an area of their drawing.  They draw the area large , select complimentary colors and paint. Students observe like scientist but paint and draw like artist.

Supplies: colored 12x1 8 paper, pencils, plants, tempera, containers, brushes, newspapers

Vocabulary: observation drawing, complementary, cool colors, warm colors, contrast, tints, shade

Art Standards: 1,2,3,4

ASSIGNMENT 4

Watercolor Techniques

Students produce watercolor techniques on squares of paper as demonstrated by the teacher. After squares are dry, they are glued onto a paper surface.

Supplies: watercolors, 3x3 inch squares of paper, brushes water containers, paper towels, crayons, newspapers

Vocabulary: wash, blended, wet on wet, bleeding, transparent, opaque, layering, hue, value, flat, dry brush

Art Standards: 1,2

ASSIGNMENT 5
Drawing Fish - Gyotaku Fish Print

Students choose a fish drawing to look at from the handouts and then produce their own fish. They may combine fish into a pencil drawing and go over it with sharpie pens. When drawing is complete, they may choose to use watercolors or leave in black and white, black strips are glued to the top and bottom to create a wall hanging.

Supplies: fish handouts, pencils, white 9x1 8 paper, sharpie pens, watercolor supplies
Vocabulary: Gyotaku Fish Print, simulated texture, pattern, video
Art Standards: 1,2,3,4,5

ASSIGNMENT 6

Cut Paper Mosaic Masks

Students cut a face shape out of black paper while watching teacher’s demonstration. They cut out eyes and mouth, and add nose. They see examples of mosaic masks and see how to cut shapes and glue to surface of face.

Supplies: 9xI2 black paper, strips of assorted papers in different colors and patterns, glue, scissors

Vocabulary: mosaic, symmetrical, functional art, repetition Art Standards: 1,2,3,4,5

ASSIGNMENT  7
Still Life in Watercolor

Students draw from still life set ups in the room. They are to fill their paper space and to draw in details and patterns. Color is added with watercolor washes and other techniques. Pattern is added to the background with black sharpie or watercolor stamping.
Supplies: butterfly handouts, watercolors, brushes, water containers,

Paper towels, white paper, newspaper, assorted stamps
Vocabulary: watercolor techniques, contrast, pattern, tucking in 
Art Standards: 1,2,3,4,

Supplies: 9xI2 black paper, strips of assorted papers in different colors and patterns, glue, scissors

ASSIGNMENT 8

One point perspective

Students draw one point perspective by following teacher demonstration. Students add objects and creative areas of their own in their drawing. The drawing is colored in using colored pencil, crayon, or markers.

Supplies: 12x1 8 paper, rulers, eraser, 2 inch square, colored pencils, crayons, markers

Vocabulary: one point perspective, vanishing point, horizon line, parallel,

Art Standards: 1, 2, 3, 4, 5,6

ASSIGNMENT 9

Topic Portrait

Students draw contour face and features to fill the page. They choose a topic of interest to fill in the face. Examples are shown. Color is then applied to the filled in faces with pencil, crayon or marker. Outlining id done where needed.

Supplies: white paper, pencil, eraser, crayons, colored pencils, markers

Vocabulary: symbols, pattern, repetition, proportion Art Standards: 1,2,3,4,5
