Technology Lab Syllabus
7th & 8th Grade

The technology lab is a hand’s on multiple-learning styles computer-based curriculum. This means that there will not be any assigned homework.  If the student needs to make up work, they need to schedule time with the teacher after school to make it up. Students will spend 7 days in each module completing a project while learning about a specific area of technology.

Day 1 students will complete a Module Guide (pre-test), which is not a part of their grade, but will help them to determine how much they know about the module they will be completing.

Day 2 - 5 students will answer three multiple-choice questions per day (total of 12 questions) called RCA’s. Each RCA question is worth 10 points. Students are strongly encouraged to look up the answers to these questions with their partner. Each student is graded on their own answer to each question separate from their partner’s answer. Students will receive immediate feedback as to whether their answer was correct or not, and if not, they are given a second opportunity to answer the questions correctly for half credit.

Day 6 students spend the first part of the class period reviewing for the test using a computer-based review program.  These questions reinforce the correct answer to questions; which will address the Post-test to be taken on day 7.

Day 7 students complete a computer-based multiple-choice test of ten questions; each question is worth ten points for a total of 100 points.  The test provides immediate feedback on each question as the student completes the test. The final score is shown to the student at the end of the test.

The teacher assesses the project at three different times during the module. Students are provided a list of questions that will be asked before the assessment takes place. The students will give verbal responses to the teacher’s verbal questions.  The teacher will also look at the project and assess the quality of work and to see if proper procedures were used. Each assessment is worth 20 points for a total of 60 points. Students earn 10 points a day for participating in class.

Each module is worth a total of 420 points.

After the module is complete, students will write a short summary of the concepts learned in the module. The technical writing is worth 40 points.
