Class Organization

You are expected to bring the following everyday:

· Pencil/Pen
· Scientific calculator (TI-30Xa is recommended)
· Notebook paper and Graph paper
· Assignment
· Math Journal
· Math book
· Agenda book
Math Journal – You must have a spiral notebook, binder, or folder that is used exclusively for math. In this, you will keep your math journal, which includes notes taken in class and daily warm-ups completed at the beginning of class. This is worth 5% of your grade and will be checked each test day.

Homework – You will have an assignment almost every day.  Any work not completed in class is homework and due the next day.  The complete heading must be in the upper right hand corner.  It is your responsibility to attempt every problem and seek help if you need it.  It is to your advantage to do all of the problems you can.  You must show work on every problem to get credit.

Late Assignments – Your assignment is considered late if you were in class when it was assigned and have come to the next class without it.  Work that is graded and turned in before the chapter test will receive 70% credit. Work that is graded and turned in during the same grading period but after the chapter test will receive 50% credit.  If you fail to turn in an assignment, you will earn a zero as the score for that assignment.  If you are absent because of a school-related activity, you are responsible for finding out what the assignment is and having it completed by the appropriate time.

Make-Up Work - School policy states that students have two days for every day they were gone to make up work due to illness.  You are to follow school policy when you have a planned absence.

Tests and Quizzes – You will have adequate notice of any upcoming tests.  Quizzes, however, may be given at any time, with or without warning. 

Grade – The math journal will make up 5% of your grade. Daily assessments, which could include homework, in-class activities, and select quizzes, will count for 25% of your grade.  Major assessments, which could include tests, quizzes, and projects, will count for 70% of your grade.

AMS Cheating Policy – Cheating is prohibited at Andover Middle School.
