Frequently Ask Questions

Is Andover Public Schools staff exempt from the fee?

No.  If the student uses bus transportation before or after school from home, adaycare facility, or babysitter, staff members will be assessed the fee.

How is the 2.5 mile distance determined?


The distance is measured from the front door of the school to the front door of the home by the 
most direct route.  This is the same measure as used by the Kansas State Department of 
Education for determining transportation reimbursement to the district.

Why did we set the amount at 2.5 miles?

The district receives state reimbursement for transporting students who live 2.5 miles or more from their school of attendance.  No state reimbursement is received for transporting students who live less than 2.5 miles from their school.

I live less than 2.5 miles but my sitter lives more than 2.5 miles.  Why should I have to pay?


The state’s determination of reimbursement is the home address of the student, not a daycare 
or sitter’s address, thus no state reimbursement would be received if you live less than 2.5 miles 
from the school of attendance.

One of our children attends a school that is 2.6 miles from our home, and another attends a school that is 2.3 miles from our home.  Will they both have to pay the fee?  

No.  The fee is determined by an individual student’s distance to their school.  In this case, only the child that lives 2.3 miles from their school would be assessed the fee.

We have four children, how much do we have to pay?


The maximum for a household is $150 per year.

Do children with IEPs have to pay the fee?

Yes, unless it is written in the IEP that transportation is to be provided by the school.


TMH Children who are transported on Special Education busses will not be assessed the fee.

Some children are transported between schools.  Is there a fee for this transportation?


No.  The fee only applies for transportation from home, daycare or sitter to or from school.

If we decide during the year we would like to have transportation, will we receive a prorated discount?


No.  Patrons living in the district who opt out of the transportation service, but then change 
their mind, will be assessed the fee of $100 or a maximum of $150 for those living at that 
address.

I disagree with the mileage determination, what action may I take?

The Andover Public Schools Transportation Department should be contacted on mileage questions.  Because they also provide mileage information to the state auditors, their decision will be the final determinant on distance.

What if my child would have to cross a dangerous street such as Andover Road to reach their school?

We recommend parents visit with their children about the best and safest routes to school, encouraging them to always cross at intersections with crosswalks.
