�Concessions/Food Coordinator:  Determines what types of food will be offered, coordinates food vendors, troubleshoots food operations during the carnival, arranges for 

donation of unused food, prepares follow-up report on what worked and didn't work in the food operations. 
FVolunteer Coordinator:  Determines how many volunteers will be needed, recruits volunteers, checks-in volunteers during the carnival. 
�Donations Coordinator:  Determines where donations will be needed (raffles, prizes, etc.), contacts potential donors, coordinates acquisition of donations, arranges for
