session 2 runs from 11:15-2:00. All courses require a minimum number of students. The actual
schedule will be developed to meet the needs of as many students as possible.




The Andover School District invites you to review the many
opportunities that we are offering high school students in our summer
school program. A wide variety of courses are being offered to our 9-

Summer school courses will begin on June 2, 2008 and conclude on or
before July 7, 2008. High School classes will be held at Andover
Central High School, 603 E. Central.

Within the course offerings you will find the following
information: a description of the course, grades eligible for the
course based on the grade completed this school year and dates of the
course and course fees.

Students iIn the Drivers’ Education Program may have a scheduling
conflict i1f they want to take other classes. Call the office 1f you
have any questions.

Classes taken for credit have attendance requirements. Only one
absence is allowed. If a student exceeds one absence, they will be
withdrawn from the course and receive no credit. Students who are more
than 10 minutes tardy to class will be counted as absent and three
tardies equal one absence. Dismissal from class due to disciplinary
reasons will also count as an absence. All rules and regulations 1in
the district high school student handbook apply to summer school.

High School enrollment forms and payment of course fees of $125 for in
district and $175 for out of district are due by May 22, 2008 to
Jenise Hurley, Andover Central High School. Courses are expected to
fill up quickly so please return your enrollment form as soon as
possible. Checks should be made payable to USD 385 and returned with
the enrollment form. Scholarships are available for students who
qualify for free and reduced meals. All classes must have a minimum
enrollment of 8 students or the class will be cancelled. Verification
of enrollment will be by written notice or by phone. High school
courses have course numbers that represent first or second semester.
To ensure that your student enrolls for the correct course, we are
requiring a counselor’s signature on the enrollment form..

ENGLISH 1

CREDIT: 1 COURSE: #5510/5511
GRADE: 9 HOMEWORK: 1 hour week
PREREQUISITE: Must meet state guidelines

This class consists of a basic studying this course students will study language
including development of vocabulary and spelling skills, and the use of the dictionary
along with other library resources. We will cover the basic processes of writing a
research paper. Special attention will be give to effective sentence structure,
paragraph, and multi-paragraph instruction. Students will study literature throughout
the semester including the examination of basic literary techniques of foreshadowing,
plot, characterization, setting, irony, theme, symbolism, and Tfigurative language.
This course may move more slowly then Regular Education English 1. Other
modifications may be made to the course based on individual student needs and IEP
goals.

ENGLISH 2

CREDIT: 1 COURSE : #5520/5521
GRADE: 10 HOMEWORK: 2-3 hours week
PREREQUISITE: English 1 or 1A

Units of study in mechanics, vocabulary, and usage will be combined with process
writing; which will include both paragraphs and compositions. Students will write a
research report and will be expected to use the process of manuscript revision,
research techniques, and documentation. Written and oral responses to major works are
a significant part of the course. Literature study includes drama, poetry, the short
story, and the novel. Through the study of literature, students will develop skills in
comprehension, analysis, interpretation, criticism and creative use of language.
Students are required to complete reading and writing assignments both inside and
outside of class.

ENGLISH 3

CREDIT: 1 COURSE: #5530/5531
GRADE: 11 HOMEWORK: 2-3 hours week
PREREQUISITE: English 2 or 2A

This course encourages the development of writing skills and prepares students for
writing and research in other high school courses. Students study American poetry,
short stories, novels, dramas, and essays as literary forms. Through the process of
writing a formal research paper, students learn to gather and evaluate research
materials and formulate an arguable thesis and share their research conclusions.

ENGLISH COMPOSITION & LITERATURE

CREDIT: 1 COURSE: #5540/5541
GRADE: 12 HOMEWORK: 2-3 hours week
PREREQUISITE: English 3 or 3A

The study of language includes development of vocabulary, syntax, usage, and
conventions. Student writing assignments are designed to ensure competent writers.
Students will comprehend and respond both personally analytically to high school
grade-level reading. Students will write a formal research paper and learn how to
gather and evaluate research material while formulating an arguable thesis and sharing
their research conclusions. The study of British literature includes the examination
of the following basic literary techniques: foreshadowing, plot, characterization,
setting irony, theme, symbolism, and figurative language. Students are required to
complete reading and writing assignments both outside and inside class.

This course is also available on-line. Students must be able to attend the 1°* day of
class and have daily access to a computer with internet and e-mailing capabilities.
The cost of the course will be slightly higher.



INFORMAL ALGEBRA

CREDIT: 1 COURSE: #6004/6005
GRADE: 9-12 HOMEWORK: 2-3 hours week
PREREQUISITE: Must meet state guidelines and Bridges to Algebra and Geometry

In this course we will cover topics such as problem-solving, graphing linear and non-
linear functions, statistics and probability, systems of equations and inequalities,
vectors, formulas, polynomials, factoring, and quadratic functions. Emphasis is based
on interactive techniques used to solve real-world application problems. This course
may move more slowly than Regular Education Informal Algebra. Other modifications may
be made based on individual student needs and IEP goals.

INFORMAL GEOMETRY

CREDIT: 1 COURSE: #6006/6007
GRADE: 9-12 HOMEWORK: 2-3 hours week
PREREQUISITE: Must meet state guidelines and Informal Algebra

In this course we will cover a variety of topics including mathematical reasoning and
proof, properties of triangles (similarity of congruence), properties of
quadrilaterals, parallel and perpendicular lines, coordinate geometry, area of two and
three dimensional figures, circles, and transformational geometry. This course may
move more slowly than Regular Education Informal Geometry. Other modifications may be
made to the course based on individual student needs and IEP goals.

ALGEBRA 1

CREDIT: 1 COURSE : #6100/6101
GRADE: 9-12 HOMEWORK: 2-3 hours week
PREREQUISITE: Transition Math or equivalent

This course is intended as a general survey of the topics related to introductory
algebra. Students will study order of operations, solving equations with one
variable, graphing equations, working with exponential expressions, factoring
polynomials, and solving systems of two equations and two variables. These topics will
be studied in the context of their application to real world problems as well as at a
theoretical level. This course does qualify for qualified admissions curriculum.
Materials needed: ruler, graph paper, and scientific calculator.

GEOMETRY

CREDIT: 1 COURSE: #6150/6151
GRADE: 9-12 HOMEWORK: 2-3 hours week
PREREQUISITE: Algebra 1 or equivalent
Freshmen must have an A/B in Algebra 1

Geometry is the study of the various relationships between points, lines, and planes.
This course will also integrate numerous algebra concepts throughout the year. Topics
covered will include measurement, area, volume, proofs, coordinate and
transformational geometry, vectors, properties of polygons, similarity and congruence
of figures, and mathematical logic. Problem solving is emphasized throughout along
with applications to real world problems. Additionally, many topics will be treated at
the theoretical level. This course does qualify for qualified admissions. Materials
needed: ruler, graph paper and a graphics calculator is required (we are standardized
on the Texas Instrument T183 Plus or TI84 Plus).




INTERMEDIATE ALGEBRA

CREDIT: 1 COURSE: #6008/6009
GRADE: 10-12 HOMEWORK: 4-5 hours week
PREREQUISITE: Informal Algebra and Informal Geometry

Intermediate Algebra offers a skill-level knowledge of algebra. This course can help
the student advance to an Algebra Il-level course. The student will review basic
algebra concepts, including solving equations and inequalities, graphing linear and
nonlinear equations and inequalities, solving systems of equations and adding,
subtracting, multiplying, dividing and factoring polynomials. In addition, the
student will solve equations and inequalities involving absolute values, rational
polynomials, exponentials, logarithms, and radicals, apply factoring, completing-the-
square, and the quadratic formula to solve quadratic equations, graph and identify the
equations for conic sections, solve systems of equations using graphical, algebraic,
and matrix techniques, and use technology when appropriate to help solve problems both
inside and outside of math. This course does qualify for qualified admissions
curriculum. Materials needed: A graphic calculator is preferred (we have
standardized on the Texas Instrument TI83 Plus or TI84 Plus).




SOCIAL STUDIES

WORLD GEOGRAPHY

CREDIT: 1/2 COURSE : #8005
GRADE: 9 HOMEWORK: 4-5 hours week
PREREQUISITE: None

Students will study systematic relationships between people, politics and economics
and the land. They will use maps and other geographic tools to obtain environmental
information. Students will also learn about the earth’s physical features and culture
as influenced by the physical environment.

MODERN WORLD HISTORY

CREDIT: 1/2 COURSE: #8060
GRADE: 10 HOMEWORK: 2-3 hours week
PREREQUISITE: None

The course begins with the Renaissance and continues with the Protestant Reformation,
the Age of Enlightenment, with emphasis on development of our present form of
government. Major revolutions such as the Scientific, French, and Industrial
Revolutions are studied to examine our world’s evolution from an agrarian to
industrial society. The course concludes with an examination of the two world wars of
the 20" century and their impact on the world today.

CURRENT WORLD AFFAIRS

CREDIT: 1/2 COURSE: #8080
GRADE: 10-11 HOMEWORK: 2 hours week
PREREQUISITE: None

Students will investigate and analyze the world’s current events that will shape the
future. National and international issues from recent years will be examined and
applied to the current status of affairs. Current magazines, newspapers, CNN and
other news media will be used as resource materials as students will be expected to
articulate and discuss relevant issues pertaining to local, state, national, and
international events.

UNITED STATES HISTORY

CREDIT: 1 COURSE: #8130/8131
GRADE: 11 HOMEWORK: 1 hour week
PREREQUISITE: None

This course will study the history and development of the United States during the 20"
Century. Students will analyze the development of industrialization, war, social
change and world relations in the U.S. and evaluate the effect of these developments
on today’s world.

UNITED STATES GOVERNMENT

CREDIT: 1/2 COURSE: #8200
GRADE: 12 HOMEWORK: 2 hours week
PREREQUISITE: None

This course 1is designed to introduce students to the basic concepts iIn our
governmental system. Students will be analyzing the theories of government, the
meaning and application of the Constitution, political behavior, the structure and
function of government (legislative, executive, and judicial) and bureaucracy, and
civil rights and civil liberties.



Business

KEYBOARDING

CREDIT: 1/2 COURSE: #2600
GRADE: 9-12 HOMEWORK: 1 hour/week
PREREQUISITE: None

This course is taught using PC computers. A beginning keyboarding program as well as
Word will be used for approximately 4-6 weeks while the students are learning the
keyboard, including the numeric and symbol keys. Students will be expected to develop
the touch method of keyboarding. Basic business production skills will also be
covered. Students will be introduced to different business/personal-business letter
styles, report formats, and additional business forms used in the business Tfield.
Although speed and accuracy are both important it will not be emphasized in this
class.

COMPUTER TECHNOLOGY

CREDIT: .5
GRADE: 9-12 HOMEWORK: 1 hour/week
PREREQUISITE: Keyboarding/Quiz out of Keyboarding

This course is designed to help students become aware of the potential of the microcomputer
in school, business, and everyday life situations. Computer Technology uses a '"hands-on"
approach by exploring and mastering Windows, Word, Excel, and Outlook Express, which
includes e-mailing and calendaring.

Science
FRESHMEN SCIENCE
CREDIT: 1 COURSE : #7520/7521
GRADE : 9 HOMEWORK: 1 hour week

PREREQUISITE: None

Freshmen Science is physical/earth and space science course designed to prepare all
high school students to be scientifically literate. The main topics covered in this
course will be chemistry concepts, physics concepts, earth and space science, and
environmental issues. Emphasis in this class will be placed on conceptual
understanding through the use of technology and labs.

BIOLOGY
CREDIT: 1 COURSE: #7550/7551
GRADE: 10 HOMEWORK: 1-2 hours week
PREREQUISITE: Freshmen Science or test out

Biology is the study of living things. Students will learn about the cell, DNA,
genetics, bacteria, fungi, protests, and plant and animal phylogeny. This course is
recommended for students that plan on attending a two or four year college.
