Materials required for each day of class:

· Pencil & Pen

· Scientific calculator (TI-30Xa is recommended)

· Notebook paper

· Math notebook

· Math book

· Agenda book w/ conduct card

· Assignment

· AR book if all work is complete

· Dry erase marker

Materials required for class on designated days:

· Graph paper

· Ruler/Straight edge

· Compass

· Protractor

· Colored pencils

Math notebook:  You must have a 3 ring binder or a spiral notebook accompanied by a folder.  Within the notebook, you will take your math notes which will consist of class notes, examples, and vocabulary for each section.  You will store all handouts, graded homework, graded quizzes, and projects in the folder.  At the end of each chapter, your math notebook & folder will be graded.  
Homework:  You will have an assignment almost every day.  Any work not completed in class is homework and due the next day.  The complete heading must be in the upper right hand corner including name, section and pages numbers, and hour.  It is your responsibility to attempt every problem and seek help if you need it.

Late Assignments:  Your assignment is considered late if you were in class when it was assigned and do not turn it in during the next day’s class period.  Late assignments will be marked “late” in the grade book.  The third late assignment and beyond will receive a zero.  If you are absent because of a school related activity, you are responsible for finding out what the assignment is and having it completed by the appropriate time.
Make-Up Work:  School policy states that for every day a student is absent, two days are allowed to complete any missed assignments.  It is the student’s responsibility to complete the make-up work.  If a student knows in advance that he or she will miss class, the student needs to make arrangements to have the assignment(s) completed before leaving.  
Disclaimer Regarding Make-Up Work:  If a student is absent close to the end of a quarter, the teacher and student will need to communicate to determine an appropriate deadline for homework, projects, and tests to wrap up that grading period efficiently.

Tests & Quizzes:  You will have adequate notice of any upcoming tests.  Quizzes, however, may be given at any time, with or without warning.

Grade:  Homework, notebook, projects, quizzes, and tests are each important components of the final grade.  The final grade is weighted as follows:

30% - Homework, notebook, projects, and take-home or partner quizzes

70% - In-class/Individual Quizzes and Tests

Homework Tips:  
1. Set up a homework schedule.  Select a time to complete homework each night and stick with it.

2. Re-read the lesson and review class notes and handouts.  

3. Attempt every problem.

4. If you are struggling with a problem, mark it with a star, question mark, or circle and move onto the next problem.  Once you have finished the other problems, return to the marked problems.  If you are still experiencing difficulty, ask for help whether it is from your parent, sibling, friend, or me.  I am available to you before and after school and, of course, during your class time.

5. If you are spending more than 30-45 minutes a night on math homework or are experiencing extreme difficulty, please talk to me. 

6. Check your odd answers in the Back of the book (Bob).  If your answer does not match, try working backwards.

7. Use pencil so that errors can be erased fully and not cause additional confusion.

I want you to have a successful year and will be invested in making that happen.  If you need additional help, please arrange a time after school to work with me.
