Book Orders – During the year I will be sending home book order forms 

from See Saw Books.  If you are interested in ordering books from one of 

these forms, please fill it out and return it to school by the due date given.  I 

send the orders in together and the books are then sent to me at 

school. The books and items from See Saw are from Scholastic 

books and are very good.  Please make all checks out to See 

Saw Books. 

 

Birthday Treats – If your child would like to bring treats to 

school on his or her birthday, please feel free to do so.  However, 

do not feel that this is mandatory.  It is best if treats are kept  

simple - cookies, doughnuts or candy bars have proven successful.  You may 

bring the treats or send them with your child and we will serve them at milk 

time. Please keep in mind that I may not have serving utensils such as a 

knife to cut or a serving spatula. If your child’s birthday comes during the 

summer you may want to pick a day during the school year to bring treats if 

you desire.  I will send a monthly schedule of people providing snacks; I will 

have your child’s birthday be a day you send snacks. 

 

Birthday Party Invitations – I will be happy to pass out birthday party 

invitations if there is one for each child in the class or for all the girls or all 

the boys.  If you are inviting just a few please mail them.  The school 

directory is usually available in October.  Our Class enrollment is 19 

students.  (Subject to change) 

 

Alternate Bus Delivery – If your child is not to ride the bus 

home or if your child is to be delivered to a different address I 

must have a note with your permission.  The bus driver will also 

need a note. 

 

 

 

 



Absences – Please notify the office if your child is unable to attend school.  

I will save all missed work and will send it home when your child returns.  

Please remember that many of our activities in Kindergarten involve hands-

on, concrete experiences which cannot be sent home. 

 

 

 

 

Library – Our librarian is Mrs. Eastman.  Our class will go to the 

library every other week for a lesson and book check-out.  Each 

child may check out one book in Kindergarten. The book must be returned 

in order to check out another one.  Children are allowed to go to the library 

for a new book on any day.  Your child will receive a library number on a 

check-out slip placed in the library books.  Please help him/her memorize 

this number. 

 

Super Star – Sometime during the year your child will be the 

“Super Star” for the week.  At the beginning of that week your child 

may bring 8 to 10 pictures for a special bulletin board in our room.  

A note explaining this further will be sent home with your child on the 

Friday before their special week.  To start your child’s super star week your 

child will bring home a classroom bear, some “bear” books and a journal to 

be enjoyed over the weekend.  You may record your child’s 

activities with the bear from the weekend in the journal and I will 

read it to the class when it returns.  Return the bear and bag on 

Monday along with the pictures. 

 

C.A.M.P. - Computer, Art, Music & P.E. are classes students 

attend on a four day rotating schedule which will be sent 

home monthly. Please be sure to have your child wear tennis shoes 

on P.E. class days. Students will attend P.E. according to the 

monthly calendar I will send home. 

 

Snack Milk – Snack milk may be purchased from the office. Your child will 

bring home a reminder when you need to purchase more milk.  We have a 

snack with our daily milk which I will be asking parents to provide.  I will 

put your child’s name on the calendar when it is your day to send a snack.  If 

you prefer not to participate please let me know as soon as possible.  

Graham crackers, fish crackers, pretzels or cookies are always good choices 



– the less mess a snack creates the less time we need to take from our 

schedule.  I do not have much time to open packages so please send snacks 

that the children can open on their own. I also do not have storage space for 

extra snacks, so please send only what can be used in one day. Thanks! 

 

 

Recess - Our class will be gong outside to play every day we possibly 

can.  Please dress your child appropriately for the weather. 

 

 

 

Show and Tell - Our class will have a Show and 

Tell period each Friday.  On that day your child 

may bring something to show and talk about to the other children in the 

class.  I will have a specific list for each week.  Check your M.A.C. calendar 

for topics. Please try to send something that goes with the topic.  

Periodically we will have a “free day”.  On free days your child may bring 

any object of interest.  Please help your child select an appropriate item and 

then talk about it together.  Remember that show and tell is an important part 

of language development.  Please help you child remember to participate. 

 

Newsletter - I will be sending home a weekly newsletter containing 

information about the upcoming week.  This newsletter will update and 

inform you of current curriculum being taught, classroom projects, and 

special events. 

 

Daily Folder - Every day, your child will bring home their folder.  It will 

contain daily papers, notices from the classroom and office, as well as other 

information.  Please be sure to look through the folder nightly.  Remove any 

papers on the right hand side of the folder to keep at home.  Feel free to 

enclose any notes or papers that need to be delivered to school in the folder 

for safe transport.  I will be checking folders daily.  It is very important the 

folder is returned each day. 

 

Parent Helpers – Parents are always welcome to help in the 

classroom.  This is very much appreciated and allows me to 

concentrate my efforts on your child.  Please remember to 

stop by the office and sign in on the volunteer sheet and pick up a 

“Volunteer” identification badge before you come to the classroom.  There 

will be a volunteer sign-up sheet coming home in the near future.
